Some feel 
that we should 
drink grape juice 
for communion 
while others feel we 
should drink wine. 
Allow each to do as 
he believes. Don�t 
force your 
convictions on 
others.  Live as you 
believe God wants 
you to live, and let 
others live as they 
believe God wants 
them to live. Don�t 
break fellowship 
with someone 
because they have 
different 
convictions than 
you. Live up to 
your own 
convictions. The 
just shall live by 
faith. See also 
Galatians 3: 9-11, 
Romans 4:14, and 
Galatians 2:21.
