in a group of fellow believers or all alone. 
We must not allow outside influences to 
destroy us, nor the enemy�s attack to 
break us down. We must live in a harsh, 
dry world without warping or breaking 
apart. Whatever we are called to do we 
must accomplish without fail. We are in 
the Master�s hands for Him to use us as 
He sees fit. Cedar wood was the wood 
chosen for the temple. It housed the 
presence of God in the wilderness. We 
are chosen for the Spirit of God to dwell 
in the wilderness today. We must strive 
to do and accomplish our calling without 
failure in whatever capacity God places 
us, like cedar wood.
