were defeated by God! 
God has made promises to 
us, and He will keep them. 
He will fight on our 
behalf. We don�t tell God 
how deserving we are. 
Instead, we praise the Lord 
no matter how dark our 
circumstances appear. 
Stand up and praise God! 
Even if you cannot stand 
physically (like when Paul 
and Silas were shackled in 
the inner prison) stand up 
on the inside! If we are a 
true worshipper, we will 
stand up and praise God.
