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  Pastor Joseph taught 

using Matthew 21:13 
as his main text. When 
we sacrifice it must 
cost us something. 
Moses taught that if a 
family had a long 
journey to get to the 
temple, they could 
convert their sacrifice 
to money and then buy 
what was needed when 
they arrived at the 
temple. It is not an evil 
thing to sell at church. 
So, why was Jesus so 
upset with the Jews 
that day in the temple? 
It was not just because 
they were selling. It 
was because they were 
cheating people. Here 
is their scam: They 
refused to accept 
Roman money, 
demanding that it be 
changed into temple 
money. And their rate 
of exchange was 
unfair! That is why 
Jesus said they had 
made His house a den 
of thieves. We must 
keep things in proper 
perspective. Teach 
your children how to 
keep things in proper 
perspective. Your kids 
are special. God will 
use our families to 
bless the whole earth.
