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Last Sunday AM Sunday PM Wednesday PM 
Elder Lorren Godwin 
preached using II 
Chronicles 29: 1-5 and 
Ephesians 4: 8-9.We are 
to lay aside every weight, 
but most Christians hold 
onto baggage. People, 
often respectable people, 
have hidden sin. It�s hid 
behind the picture we 
paint. This is dangerous 
because others watch us 
and think we�re perfect 
We all struggle with 
temptations. Even 
Christians hide things 
making it appear that 
they�re perfect. If we 
would expose the hidden 
things God would help 
us. Everything we are 
today is a result of 
choice. We may look 
Apostolic but something 
inside is hiding 
�skeletons in the closet�. 
We are to avoid the 
unclean things. Some 
want to be involved in 
the world but look like 
they aren�t. We have to 
come out from 
ungodliness. We aspire 
to be something that 
doesn�t matter to the 
Kingdom of God. We 
have dreams to be perfect 
and great making 
ourselves something we 
aren�t. Serving Jesus is 
the only thing that 
matters in life. 

Pastor Joseph preached 
�The Voice of My 
Shepherd� using Psalm 
23: 1-4, Psalm 95: 1-7 
and John 10: 1-6. When 
you can�t see a king or 
shepherd, you can hear 
his voice. Jesus is our 
Shepherd.  Hear His 
voice. The anti-Christ is 
going to come with many 
wonders and convince 
the world that he is god. 
But the Lord�s sheep 
know His voice. We who 
have the Holy Ghost and 
are baptized in His name 
know His voice. We are 
His people and the sheep 
of His fold. The voice of 
the shepherd calls us to 
be separate. Today� 
harden not your heart. 
Start being His sheep 
today if you want to be 
His sheep on the Day of 
Judgment. If your name 
is written in the Book of 
Life, you will go to be 
with the Lord. If not, you 
will be cast into the lake 
of fire. When God made 
man, He made a creature 
of choice. In man�s day 
of choice, he chose to 
sin. Today, harden not 
your heart. Today is the 
day of salvation. Jesus 
said my sheep know my 
voice.  Hear His voice 
and you�ll make it to 
Heaven. 

Pastor Joseph taught on 
Fasting for the Christian 
Believer. The Bible 
presents fasting as 
something that is good, 
profitable, and expected. 
There are no set fast days 
on the Christian�s annual 
calendar. The choice of 
when we fast is left up to 
us. Fasting and prayer 
are often linked together 
(Luke 2:37; 5:33). One 
should fast and pray 
before making important 
decisions. Too often, the 
focus of fasting is on the 
lack of food. Instead, the 
purpose of fasting should 
be to take your eyes off 
the things of this world, 
and instead focus on 
God. Fasting is a way to 
demonstrate to God, and 
to yourself, that you are 
serious about your 
relationship with Him. 
Fasting helps to gain a 
new perspective and a 
renewed reliance upon 
God. Although fasting is 
almost always a fasting 
from food, there are 
other ways to fast. 
Anything you can 
temporarily give up in 
order to better focus on 
God can be considered a 
fast. There are various 
types of fasts, including a 
�Daniel Fast� (only 
fruits, veggies, & water).
