This Shunammite
was childless, but she had
learned to live with the
pain of her barrenness.
The prophet inquired
about what she needed.
(Preachers can’t always
read your mind.) Then he
prophesied she would
have a son. You can still
have a miracle in your
life. Make a place in your
life for the man of God.

Lord’s Rest.” He used
Hebrews 4:8-10 as his text.
Many biblical doctrines have
their basis in the foundational
account of Creation and the
beginning of mankind in the
Garden of Eden. The Sabbath
(rest) is one of many doctrines
based on the Creation. In six
days God created the heaven,
the earth, the seas, and all that
is in them (including all the
dinosaurs and mankind), and
on the seventh day He rested
from all His labor. The Lord
desires for mankind to enter
into His rest with Him. Sin and
doubt block us from His rest.
We must labor to enter in, by
faith. The Bible shows that in
the final restoration, things will
be similar to how they were in
the beginning. So, the best way
to understand the future is to
study the past; carefully study
the biblical Creation account.
According to the Book of
Genesis, the earth was once
surrounded by a water vapor
canopy. Science tells us this
would have resulted in a green-
house effect, leading to higher
temperatures, increased
atmospheric pressure and
much higher percentages of
oxygen. Pre-Flood creatures
lived longer and grew to giant
sizes. Pre-Flood reptiles grew
to become the dinosaurs. Much
more was taught.
