Elder Charles Hoskins
preached “Acceptable
Sacrifice” using Genesis
4:1-12. Cain and Abel
both sacrificed to God,
but Abel’s sacrifice was
acceptable to God.
Cain’s sacrifice was of
himself and Abel’s was
of faith in obedience to
God’s command. Heb.
11:4 says “Abel offered
unto God a more
excellent sacrifice than
Cain.” God wants
obedience. Cain’s
offering was bloodless,
work of his own hands,
fruit of cursed ground
and no faith. It was about
his ego; himself. We
must be of a broken heart
and contrite spirit. Only
when we sacrifice in
faith and obedience to
God will He accept it.

He
finally laid aside his
pride and was healed of
leprosy. He wanted to
pay Elisha money for his
healing, but Elisha
refused. God didn’t want
Naaman’s money; He
wanted Naaman. People
know that they are
supposed to be dead to
sin, yet, they pretend.
They live a double life,
coming to church but not
dead to the world. That is
playing possum. Put
carnal nature to death
every day. Apostle Paul
said, “I die daily.” Don’t
play possum — put
carnality to death!
