On Sunday evening, Pastor Joseph preached a message 
entitled �Better Than Your Wildest Dreams� using I 
Kings 3:5-10. The LORD appeared to Solomon in a 
dream and asked what Solomon would like God to 
give him. Can you imagine such an opportunity? 
Solomon answered by saying he was but a little child, 
and he wanted to lean on God for wisdom to serve as 
King. We can actually have that same kind of 
relationship with God, and we should. According to 
Jesus, we must become as little children if we hope to 
enter into the Kingdom of God. Jesus� declaration of 
this followed a verbal exchange that He had with the 
Pharisees, who made the �adult� mistake of loving 
rules more than they loved people. Their rules were 
right! But they should have kept those rules, while 
loving Jesus and people more than they loved the good 
rules. The Pharisees were not willing to come to Jesus, 
while they nitpicked at every issue and questioned 
every matter. The little children, on the other hand, 
were happy just to run to Jesus and exist in 
relationship with Him. When the little children ran to 
Jesus, His disciples tried to hold them back. But Jesus 
said, �Let them come.� He said that unless we be 
changed and become like little children, we will not 
enter into the Kingdom. Because Solomon became 
childlike, and asked only for wisdom from God, the 
Lord granted not only his wish, but also gave him 
riches and honor. God is our provider; our faith must 
be in Him. Get in the Lord�s yoke with Jesus. Don�t 
try to work things out through your own abilities. Lay 
down pains of this life for the joy of the Lord! 

Bro Greg Hoskins spoke 
on �Being Committed 
to the Rock� using 
Isaiah 26:4.  The 
strength of a natural 
rock may be broken, but 
the strength of the Lord, 
our Rock, cannot be 
broken. Bro.  Greg told 
some experiences as a 
law enforcement 
officer, and how he sees 
examples of people 
living their lives with 
no commitment to the 
Rock. He addressed the 
youth on having a 
commitment to the 
Rock, even while 
young, and sticking to 
that commitment. God 
has control of all your 
life as long as you are 
committed. Be a wise 
man and build your 
house upon the Rock. 
Elder Godwin added 
that you will most likely 
have to dig extra deep 
to reach the Rock, upon 
which to build.
