It
is the parent’s job to
teach their children to
love God and truth.

The Bible’s teachings for
the Christian wife include:
Submit to the husband’s
leadership (Eph. 5:22-24,
33; Col. 3:18); Keeper of
the home (Titus 2:4-5;
Prov. 31:10-31); Love
husband and children (Titus
2:4); Manage household
affairs (Titus 2:5; Prov.
31:13-15, 21-22, 27);
Contribute to the family’s
economic stability (Prov.
31:16, 18, 24); Help and
advise her husband (Gen.
2:18; Prov 31:12, 23, 26);
Discipline and teach
children, with husband
(Prov. 6:20; Col. 3:20). The
physical relationship in
marriage is to be conducted
in holiness (Heb. 13:4). The
sexual relationship is
sanctified in marriage,
while outside of marriage it
is sinful (I Cor. 6:13-20).
There is a twofold purpose:
(1) Procreation and (2)
Consummation,
maintenance, and
strengthening of union.
Spouses are not to deprive
one another. There is to be
mutual fulfillment (I Cor.
7:3-5) and mutual joy
(Prov. 5:15-19; Song of S).
