Elder Charles Hoskins 
taught “The Love of 
God” using I Cor.  13:1-
13. The greatest gift 
known to man is the love 
of God. Our life means 
nothing without it. Some 
people have talents and 
personality, yet don’t 
have the love of God; 
they have nothing. All 
riches profit nothing 
without it. We can give 
all that we have to the 
poor and needy but 
without the love of God 
it profits us nothing.  
Love (written as charity 
in the KJV) suffers long, 
is kind, endures, is 
patient, is not jealous, is 
not envious, is not puffed 
up, is not proud, is not 
boastful, is not selfish 
and is not rude. It 
rejoices in truth. The 
love of God sets us free. 
Love bears and believes 
all things. Perfect love 
casts out all fear. When 
you get the Holy Ghost, 
you put away childish 
things. When you love, 
you must forgive. There 
are different kinds of 
love: parental love, 
romantic love, and 
brother/sister love. But 
there is a love that goes 
beyond all other loves 
and that is God’s love.       

Pastor Joseph preached 
“Hidden In A Rock” 
using Exodus 33:14-23 
& Romans 3:21. The 
gospel is the death, burial 
and resurrection of Jesus 
Christ. At the hearing of 
the gospel, one is to 
repent, and be identified 
with the Lord by water 
baptism. Also, the Holy 
Spirit baptism is part of 
salvation. We must be 
faithful to the way of the 
Lord, before we ask to 
see His glory. The 
heavens declare the glory 
of God. It is seen in 
nature. But there is a 
greater glory of God that 
Moses asked to see. All 
have sinned and come 
short of the glory of God. 
God hid Moses in a cleft 
of a rock and covered 
him with His hand. 
Moses didn’t see the full 
glory, just a taste of it. 
No one can see the full 
glory of God and yet live 
while in this body. Being 
good won’t earn your 
way to Heaven. It’s 
based on faith. To believe 
God is to be hidden in 
Jesus (the Rock). Have 
faith and live God’s way. 
After you die you’ll get a 
glorified body. You will 
be able to see God’s full 
glory. Praise the Lord! 

Assistant Pastor David 
Harris preached “Bound 
At The Gate—I Need 
Freedom” using Isaiah 
45:1-3. Watch what you 
say because people are 
listening. The Lord sees 
where we are. The 
people who stood at the 
gate were either strangers 
or weak ones who had no 
one to care for them. The 
Lord has many strangers 
at the gate, yet we have 
our mind on our own 
problems. Peter gave us 
the key to the gate to 
help someone turn in the 
right direction. God’s 
people need delivered. 
Why are we letting the 
devil do things to us? We 
can’t be mad at our 
brothers/sisters and 
people at the gate. They 
need our help. We don’t 
need to just play church. 
We need to make it to 
Heaven. It’s time to get 
freedom. You can’t 
become what you want to 
be until you drop what 
you used to be. It’s time 
to be delivered. Are you 
bound at the gate or is 
your spirit free? Come to 
the altar and lay down 
whatever has you bound. 
The altars need more tear 
stains. Lord, create in me 
a new heart!
