Last Sunday AM Sunday PM Wednesday 
Bro. Perry Harris 
preached “Are You A 
Believing Christian?” 
using Acts 26:1-29. We 
need to study God’s 
Word and have it hid in 
our heart so we will be 
able to relate as the Truth 
as needed. Paul told King 
Agrippa that he was 
happy to answer for 
himself. God chose to 
choose us to be His 
people. He extended 
salvation to all mankind. 
The outward man 
perishes everyday but the 
inward man is renewed 
everyday.  We can’t have 
a worldly mind. We must 
be in subjection to God. 
We have a choice: 
choose ye this day whom 
ye will serve. We are in a 
battle – the lust of the 
eye, the lust of the flesh 
and the pride of life 
against serving God. 
Which will you choose? 
Those who choose wrong 
will be damned. There’s 
no second chance. We 
must be a believing 
Christian, one who stays 
faithful to God’s Word 
and the church. King 
Agrippa told Paul, 
“Almost thou persuadest 
me to be a Christian.’’ In 
the eyes of God we are 
the light of the world and 
His witnesses. 

Bro. Perry Harris preached 
“What Does The Man of 
God Mean in Your Life? Or 
What Should The Man of 
God Mean in Your Life?” 
using Hebrews 13:17. We 
must be obedient to God’s 
Word. Obey those who 
have rule over us for they 
have watch for our souls. 
We must respect and fear 
the position of the pastor. If 
we call upon the name of 
the Lord we shall be saved. 
But how can we call upon 
Him without a preacher? 
The pastor is a watchman to 
watch over our souls. He 
gives warning to those who 
are going astray. If you 
can’t say anything good 
about someone, don’t say 
anything. Saul was 
disobedient and lied to 
Samuel, the man of God. 
Because of this, it cost him 
from being king, his life 
and his soul. We need to be 
thankful that God made us a 
vessel of honor. God will 
punish sin if it goes on and 
man doesn’t repent. He’s a 
God of love, but also a God 
of justice. You’ll never 
please God if you disobey 
your pastor. Obedience to 
God’s Word is better than 
sacrifice. 

Bro. Arlie Enis, 
missionary to 
Europe/Middle East, 
preached using Luke 
19:1-10. Jesus went 
out among the sinners. 
Before we can lead 
anyone to Jesus, we’re 
going to have to be a 
friend to them just like 
Jesus did to 
Zacchaeus. He was 
chief among the 
publicans, but Jesus 
told him to come 
down out of the tree 
because he was going 
to his house. Jesus 
came to seek and to 
save those who are 
lost. When Jesus sees 
a person, He doesn’t 
see a person with 
troubles but a person 
who needs God. We 
must take this gospel 
to the lost. We have 
the one true gospel. 
We can’t keep it to 
ourselves. We are a 
privileged people. We 
have the freedom to 
come to church and 
worship God. Bro. 
Enis told of people 
from Iraq who worship 
God but must keep it a 
secret.
