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Last Sunday AM Sunday PM Wednesday 
Pastor Joseph preached 
“God’s Wisdom” using 
Luke 2:39-40. The child 
Jesus “waxed strong in 
spirit, filled with 
wisdom.” Wisdom is to 
obey God on a matter. As 
the human manifestation 
of God, Jesus always did 
right. The humanity of 
Jesus and God are united 
as one. God granted unto 
His human manifestation 
all power (authority), 
thus Jesus said, “All 
power is given unto me.” 
Abraham’s life was a 
path of tests. God tested 
him to prove his faith 
and to record the results 
in the Bible. Whenever 
Abraham set aside his 
understanding and 
trusted in God, he passed 
a test. When he failed to 
do that there was trouble 
(such as when he listened 
to Sarah and had a child 
by Hagar as concubine). 
That one failure has hurt 
the Jewish people a lot 
over time. When we set 
aside our way and do it 
God way, that’s wisdom. 
Even if you can’t explain 
or understand God’s will, 
do it anyway. That’s 
wisdom, because He 
knows all. Are you 
keeping the agreement 
God made with you? Be 
faithful so you can grow. 

Pastor Joseph preached 
“Going Beyond” using 
Luke 17:11-19 & 
Ephesians 3:14-21. 
Leprosy is to the body as 
sin is to the soul. There’s 
nothing more dangerous 
than being “past feeling.” 
Choose your friends 
wisely. Ten lepers came 
to Jesus. They showed a 
sign of faith by crying 
out “Thou Son of David, 
have mercy on us.” Some 
people just tell God their 
problems, but the ten 
lepers cried out for a 
miracle. Jesus told them, 
“Go shew yourselves to 
the priests.” As they 
went (obeying) they were 
cleansed. One of them 
returned to give praise to 
the Lord. God made that 
one whole (took away 
every scar of leprosy). 
God can take away the 
scars of sin in our life. 
He can take away all 
evidence that you ever 
sinned. If we go beyond 
He will go beyond. There 
is nothing more valuable 
than a faithful child of 
God. No matter how big 
a problem is, God can 
handle it. If God be for 
us, who can be against 
us? It is not the will of 
God for you to live your 
life in fear. God’s love is 
stronger than anything. 

Pastor Joseph taught a 
lesson about the oneness 
of God using Isaiah 
45:20-23. God always 
existed. There is only 
one true God. God in His 
Deity (divine nature) is 
united with human nature 
in the person of Jesus. 
False doctrine (wrong 
teaching) can cause a 
person to have a “lens” 
over their eyes that 
hinders them from 
properly interpreting the 
Scriptures. This can 
prevent someone from 
understanding the 
oneness of God. In the 
Old Testament, God 
prophesied that unto Him 
(God the Father) every 
knee would bow and 
every tongue would 
swear (Isaiah 45:23). The 
New Testament then 
powerfully applies that 
prophecy to Jesus in two 
places: Romans 14:10-11 
shows that the fulfillment 
will come by all bowing 
in front of the judgment 
seat of Christ; and 
Philippians 2:10-11 says 
that it will be fulfilled by 
bowing before Jesus and 
confessing that Jesus is 
Lord, to the glory of the 
Father. To bow before 
the Son is worship unto 
the Father. He is the 
express image of God.
