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Last Sunday AM Sunday PM Wednesday 
Pastor Joseph taught “A 
Contrast of Earthly Dads to 
Our Heavenly Father” 
using Matthew 7:7-12. 
Some earthly fathers are 
better than others, but 
because they are all human, 
all of them are imperfect. 
By contrast, God is the 
perfect Father. He will 
never mistreat you like an 
earthly dad might have. He 
will never abuse or 
abandon you, etc. He will 
always help you toward 
becoming more than you 
ever thought possible. Even 
earthly fathers know how 
to give good gifts to their 
children, and how much 
more shall our Heavenly 
Father give good gifts to us. 
His love is the foundation 
for the “Golden Rule.” 
Love is the whole 
foundation of the law and 
prophets. We need to (1) 
love God with our whole 
hearts and (2) love others 
as we love ourselves. All 
earthly dads can have an 
impact (good or bad) on 
their kids. Our childhood 
circumstances have an 
impact on our lives, but our 
Heavenly Father has all 
lovingkindness for us and 
will show great goodness 
toward us. 

Pastor Joseph preached 
“Prize Fighter” using 
Philippians 3:9-14 and 4:6-
9. Every one who comes to 
God must believe that He 
is and that He is a rewarder 
of them who diligently 
seek Him. That reward is 
Eternal Life and includes 
Heaven—streets of gold, 
walls of jasper, no tears, no 
pain—where all is 
glorious. If you want to 
win this prize you must be 
dedicated to God. If you 
aren’t holy, you aren’t 
going with Him when He 
comes back for His Bride. 
The word holy means to be 
separated from the world 
and dedicated to God. He 
is pouring out His Spirit on 
people who are hungry for 
holiness. We must love His 
holiness. He is coming 
back for people who are 
living holy on the inside 
and outside. People who 
fear God will live holy. 
Abraham had a vision. He 
was looking for a city 
which hath foundations, 
whose builder and maker is 
God. He was fighting for a 
prize. We must press 
toward that prize. We must 
live everyday dedicated to 
God and fighting for our 
prize. 

Assistant Pastor 
David Harris Jr. 
preached “Faith 
Touch” using 
Matthew 9:20-21.  
It doesn’t take a 
great preacher 
laying his hands 
on you to be 
healed. It just 
takes a faith 
touch. God takes 
care of our 
spiritual needs 
first. He can heal! 
He can fix a 
broken life as well 
as a broken body. 
Jesus gave His 
life to heal us, to 
fix us and deliver 
us. It’s time to get 
fixed! The Lord 
used His Word to 
stir faith in the 
hearts of the 
congregation, and 
at the conclusion 
of the message, 
many people 
came forward for 
prayer and several 
claimed healing 
by faith. Some 
saw instant results 
and others are still 
trusting by faith 
for the touch of 
the Lord to bring 
healing.
