(or first heaven) is the sky
where birds fly. The second
firmament (or second heaven)
is outer space where stars and
planets are found. The third
firmament (or third heaven) is
the home of God in eternity, or
the place of the nearness of His
presence. The presence of God
can be understood spiritually
and physically. When we are in
the presence of God spiritually
we are with Him, yet not
physically. When we get to see
Jesus face to face, we will be
there physically. The third
firmament (as in Ezekiel 1:22)
is beneath the very throne of
God, and above the mighty
cherubim (Ezekiel 1:23) who in
Scripture seem to indicate the
near presence of God. This
third firmament is glorious,
brilliantly crystalline in
appearance. It must be the third
heaven to which the apostle
Paul was once caught up in a
special manifestation of God’s
presence and power, to hear
“unspeakable words” from God
in “paradise” (II Cor. 12:2-4).
All three firmaments “declare
the glory of God” and show
“his handiwork” (Psalm 19:1).
Therefore, we should “praise
God in his sanctuary” and also
“praise him in the firmament of
his power” (Psalm 150:1).
