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Last Sunday AM Sunday PM Wednesday 
Evangelist David McKemy 
preached “An Unexpected 
Mercy” using Matthew 27: 
13-25. Pilate was concerned 
about putting Jesus to death, 
as He was innocent. So, even 
though there was no tradition 
to release a prisoner at that 
time, the governor wanted to. 
He decided to offer the 
people their choice, releasing 
either an innocent man or a 
hated man who had been 
condemned for murder. 
Amazingly, the people chose 
the murderer and shouted for 
Jesus to be crucified. Pilate 
saw no fault in Jesus, but he 
yielded to the people, which 
granted an unexpected mercy 
to Barabbas, a criminal who 
had stolen and murdered. As 
Jesus was executed while 
Barabbas went free, it shows 
that Jesus was willing to die 
for someone who did not 
deserve mercy. In this way, 
Barabbas represents all of us. 
and crucify Jesus. No matter 
what you’ve done to deserve 
judgment instead of mercy, 
Jesus will bestow unexpected 
mercy on you, if you will just 
turn to him! You can have a 
second chance, like the 
Samaritan woman at the well 
who, in spite of her sinful 
past, was offered living water 
by Jesus. He didn’t care what 
she’d done, and He doesn’t 
care what you’ve done. He 
just wants you to come home. 

Evangelist David McKemy 
preached “The Power of a 
Choice” using Ruth 1:16-
17. We make choices every 
day—what to eat, what to 
wear, etc. In America we 
have the power to choose a 
president. Sometimes the 
wrong choice is made, but 
then we have nobody to 
blame but ourselves. God 
has given us the power to 
make choices. We can 
choose success or failure. 
We can choose to commit 
to truth and righteousness 
or stay in error and sin. 
Ruth and Orpah were 
daughters-in-law to Naomi. 
Orpah chose to stay in the 
land of her people, while 
Ruth chose to become part 
of God’s people. Ruth said 
to Naomi, “Thy people 
shall be my people, and thy 
God my God.” The Bible 
shows that her choice 
made her an ancestor to 
Jesus. Also, history shows 
that David and Goliath 
might have been distant 
cousins, descended from 
Ruth and Orpah. Our 
choices not only affect 
today; they affect the 
future. We can break the 
curse of bad choices. Your 
choice is powerful whether 
for good or for evil. Only 
you can make the decision 
of where you will spend 
eternity. 

Sis. Cindy Murphy 
exhorted the 
church to love God 
and live to please 
Him. Never be 
satisfied with your 
walk with God. 
Always strive to 
do more for Him. 
Get in a secret 
place with God. 
Elder David Harris 
preached “After 
the Dust Settles” 
using Genesis 2:7. 
Storms are hard to 
walk through, but 
they help get us 
closer to God. 
When the wind 
quits blowing and 
the dust settles, it’s 
great—beauty is 
all about us.  We 
must stand in the 
storm. Don’t be 
blown about with 
every wind of 
doctrine.

People are 
watching to see 
what you are going 
to do in rough 
times. Hold strong 
and have faith in 
the reward that 
awaits us after the 
dust settles.
