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Sunday AM
Evangelist David McKemy preached “There is a Future Past Failure” using 
Hebrews 11: 21-40. This chapter in the Book of Hebrews is filled with great 
people of God who suffered great personal failures yet made it through, faced 
adversities, and accomplished great victories for the Lord. Moses suffered from 
anger issues. Early in his life, Moses murdered an Egyptian man. Much later in 
his life, God instructed Moses to speak to a rock, yet in his anger Moses smote 
the rock instead. Yet there was a future past his failure. He went on to lead the 
children of Israel to the promised land. David took another man's wife, and later 
had the husband killed. He and the woman, Bathsheba, were later married. They 
repented, and although they suffered because of their sin, God allowed David 
and Bathsheba to be in the bloodline of Christ, and Bathsheba was permitted to 
be the mother of the next king of Israel. When you've failed, come to God. He 
will take your life and turn it around. Trust God. He will make all things right. 
When you've had a failure, remember to seek God because He will help you.

Sunday PM
Evangelist David McKemy preached using I Kings 17: 8-16. While there was no 
rain, God commanded ravens to feed Elijah when he dwelt by the brook Cherith. 
When the brook dried up, He commanded a widow woman in Zarephath to 
sustain the prophet. The widow had very little for herself and her son, yet she did 
according to what had God told her to do (although Elijah had to also tell her). 
Sometimes what God tells us may not make sense, but we ought to obey anyhow. 
God told Ananias to go pray for Paul. This didn't make sense to him because he 
knew that Paul persecuted Christians. However, he obeyed the voice of God. 
God's blessings only come through obedience.

Wednesday
Pastor Joseph preached “Resurrections and Judgments” and using John 5:8-36. 
Sin is harmful. God will not ignore sin in our lives. Because He loves us, He will 
tell us the truth. Jesus can be very firm, just as He was with wicked Jews who 
were cheating Jewish worshippers in the temple. God is love, but He is also holy. 
Through the man Christ Jesus, He is going to judge sin. Be very suspicious of 
any church that does not tell its members they need to make some changes in 
their lives. The First Resurrection has several installments. It began when Jesus 
rose from the dead in an immortal, glorified body, and the Old Testament saints 
arose too. The next installment will be the rapture of the Church Age saints. The 
final installment will be at the end of the Tribulation period, when all the saints 
martyred during that period will live. The rest of the dead will not be raised until 
a thousand years later, when Jesus, in His humanity, will judge all (except those 
raised in the First Resurrection) according to each one’s deeds. The doctrine of 
the End Time is troubling to those who are not ready, yet comforting to those 
who are ready. The final judging is called “The Great White Throne Judgment.”
