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We were blessed by the ministry of Rodger and Margaret White, missionaries to 
Indonesia and Malaysia. They showed a wonderful multimedia presentation. They also 
sang together, both in English and Indonesian. Brother White preached a powerful 
message entitled “Titanic, The Sermon.” Just as the iceberg that sunk that “unsinkable” 
ship had 90% of its mass hidden below the surface, so most of our struggles in life are 
below the surface; inward issues. As humans, we struggle with “heart issues.”  But 
there is good news! God is in the business of helping with heart issues! Brother 
White’s selected text was Ezekiel 36:25-27: “Then will I sprinkle clean water upon 
you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I 
cleanse you. A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: 
and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of 
flesh. And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye 
shall keep my judgments, and do them.” Pugi Tuhan! (Praise the Lord!) 

  

 
Pastor Joseph preached “I'm Going Through” using the 13th chapter of Hebrews for 
his text. Amen means “so be it.” All the promises of God in Him are Yea and Amen! 
Sin-cursed human beings are often plagued by an inability to accept Yes for an 
answer. All the promises God has made to us do indeed call for a response: AMEN! 
Take a step of faith to demonstrate you are saying Yes to healing, to salvation, to 
healthy emotions and bodies, to blessings both spiritual and temporal. When we have 
God’s promise that He will never leave us nor forsake us, we can be liberated from 
love of money, freed from coveting things, and released from a posture of not 
properly valuing people. Having a right relationship with God is the foundation for 
having right relationships with everyone and everything else in life. So often, saying 
Yes to God requires that we say No to the world’s cheap substitutes. Have faith, be 
patient, and declare your acceptance of God's promises with a big, loud AMEN! 
During this service there was a tremendous anointing of God’s Spirit, with exuberant 
praise including leaping, dancing, and running. Across the sanctuary many people 
were weeping, praying, and being touched and blessed by God. Thank you, Jesus!  

 

 
Sis. Hannah Sandy preached “Putting On the New Man” using II Cor. 5:17-18 and 
Col. 3:8-10 as her texts. We must keep our spiritual man unspotted from the world. 
Dressing properly on the outward is essential, but not enough; we must daily “put on 
the new man” inwardly as well. One must maintain devotions, not forsake gathering 
with the believers, and continue in prayer and fasting. We must live right to be right. 
People need to see Jesus both in our godly behavior and appearance. We are new 
creatures in Christ! Keep your spiritual garments clean and pure! Elder Fought 
preached “Life is in the Blood” using Lev. 7:14, John 6:53-54, and Rev. 12:11-12 as 
his texts. God in His wisdom gave us the amazing, intricate function of blood. We 
cannot exist without this divine technology He invented. Spiritually, we also cannot 
live with the blood of Jesus, which is still utterly powerful today to wash away sins!
