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Sunday AM, August 5

On our special Biker Sunday at the conclusion of the Azusa StreetRiders National
Rally, Pastor Joseph preached "Portable Church" using John 1:14 as his text. In the
Old Testament period, the Tabernacle (“Mishkan) in the Wilderness was a
portable church tent, a place of intersection between God and men. It served as a
focal point for worship, and was literally a place where the Lord had placed His
name! His anointing dwelt there. The Hebrew word for Tabernacle was Mishkan —
also used to describe the Presence of God dwelling among His people. John 1:14
says “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us....” The Greek word
translated “dwelt among us” is Skenoo, which means "to tent, dwell, encamp, to
reside (as God did in the Tabernacle of old, a symbol of protection and
communion)." It is related to the Hebrew word, Mishkan, and literally means
‘tabernacled among us’ or “pitched his tent among us.” Pastor Joseph showed
illustrations of the Tabernacle, and a synagogue frieze carving by a clever
Byzantine era (4th century) artist who imagined a church on wheels! The artist
blended the stately appearance of Herod’s temple with the portability of the
Tabernacle in the wilderness! The concept of a portable church was what God had
in mind all the time. Your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost! We not only need
to "come" to church, but everywhere we go, we ought to be the portable church!

Many of the miracles that are recorded, the people’s hames are not mentioned. It is
not a mistake. God doesn’t need a big-name preacher or a flashy evangelist to
work. He doesn't need people with a perfect track record. He needs vessels. He
needs willing hearts. Joseph was a bragger. Abraham was a liar. Moses had anger
issues. David was a murdered and adulterer. Jonah tried to run and hide from God.
Peter was a turncoat and a liar. What is in your past that is keeping you from doing
something for God? Legion, was we call him, went onto the boat with Jesus,
begging to leave with him. Jesus instructed him to stay and tell his friends and
family what he had done for him. When he began to proclaim, the Bible states all
men did marvel. History tells us that the early church had huge revivals in the area
of Decapolis. In fact, in the book of the Revelation, some of these cities are listed
as having churches that re probably a result of this man's testimony.
