God spoke to Abram, telling him to walk up and down in the
land, northward, southward, eastward, and westward, and promising that
eventually all that land would be given to him (i.e. to Abram’s offspring, which
would be as numerous as the dust of the earth). Bro. Null was inspired of the
Lord to draw a parallel for us in that command and promise. There is no limit on
God. Hebrews 11:1 says, “Now faith is....”—a present-tense statement of
existence, even for that which does not yet manifest. Don’t settle for putting a
saddle on disappointment and doubt, and riding back to the stall, consoling
yourself that you did your best. God brought Abram out! He also made him very
wealthy. Likewise, much later, God brought Abram’s descendants out, and also
caused them to be made wealthy at the expense of the Egyptians. The Bible says
the wealth of the wicked is laid up for the righteous. God is able to bless!
