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Sunday AM 

Pastor Joseph preached “The Transcendence of Truth and the Danger of Leaven” 
from II Timothy 3:1-5. God and His truth are transcendent. We cannot change God 
nor “create” truth. Faith must be anchored in God’s Word to be valid. Some may 
refuse to accept truth, but the truth must be preached whether they like it or not. 
We are a holy people, a peculiar people; God has called us out of darkness into His 
marvelous light. We must be holy as Jesus Christ is holy. Jesus warned of the 
danger of these leavens: the leaven of the Pharisees (hypocrisy and pride), the 
leaven of Sadducees (manipulation; power/control over people), and the leaven of 
Herod (selfishness; ruthlessness in demanding one’s desires be done). We are 
living in perilous days. There are many false doctrines throughout the land today. 
Men have a form of godliness but deny the power thereof. Regarding the leaven of 
the Sadducees: We must not only beware of us becoming controlling over others, 
but also of others gaining control over us. Love God in truth; avoid the leavens! 
  

Sunday PM 

Pastor Joseph preached “My Heart is Fixed.” He read from II Kings 16:1-18. Real 
leadership is desperately needed. When people’s hearts are full of sin, they can’t 
work together in righteous unity. Don’t let anyone turn us against one another. We 
must stand up for the truth. The treasures of God’s Kingdom—the Holy Ghost, the 
name of Jesus, the blood of Jesus—are not for sale. Buy the truth and sell it not! 
We become a slave to whatever we yield ourselves to obey. King Ahaz did things 
his way. He demoted the brazen altar (repentance) and the brazen laver (water 
baptism). He altered worship in God’s house. Stand on God’s Word! Repentance, 
water baptism in Jesus name, and the Holy Ghost baptism are essential! There’s 
only one way: “built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ 
himself being the chief cornerstone” (Eph. 2:20). Stand your ground! Resist the 
devil and he will flee from you. Make up your mind now that you are going to 
stand for God, for holiness, for preaching the truth. My heart is fixed!

Elder Rusty Sandy preached with anointing from Psalm 31:3. “For thou art my 
rock and my fortress; therefore for thy name’s sake lead me, and guide me.” God 
is our Rock, our Provider, and our Keeper. All we have to do is call upon His 
name and He will meet our need. Nothing is impossible for Him. He will do for 
you what you allow Him to do. “Ask, and it shall be given you” (Matthew 7:7).  
All we have to do is ask and we shall receive. This is a promise. When problems 
arise in your life, just call upon the Rock. If God is for us, who can be against us? 
He’ll make a way where there seems to be no way.  We are extremely blessed with 
this our physical possessions, but the greatest testimony we can have is when we 
receive the Holy Ghost.
