The Lord heard that cry and gave him help! Dads: get in the presence of Jesus. 
Don’t be afraid or ashamed to admit any issues of doubt. Cry out for help!

We 
need to have someone to mentor us—someone who we can look up to, someone 
who will pray with us and give us godly guidance. Our relationship with God is 
the most important thing in this life. Life is fragile; we have no promise of 
tomorrow.
