The
furniture in it symbolically relates to our salvation. The items inside the Ark of
the Covenant are symbols for us. The bowl of manna symbolizes God providing
for us. Aaron’s rod that budded represents the resurrection of Jesus and
represents authority in the life of the believer and the authority of the man of
God. The tables of stone represent the truth of God’s word. We must be diligent
to follow God’s word in our daily lives to avail ourselves of His salvation.
