Yet he was able to rise up out of 
this depression when God came to visit him. Men too often see themselves as 
inadequate and say “I can’t take it anymore.” A better approach would be to give 
thanks to God that “you’re still here” and realize that with God’s help you can rise 
up and have victory. If your forefathers were wicked, make up your mind, “I will 
not walk in the sinful paths of my fathers.” You can be better than your fathers.
