Pastor Joseph taught about the Lord’s one name from Exodus 3:12-15 & Matthew
28:16-19. “And the Lord shall be king over all the earth; in that day shall there be
one Lord, and his name one” (Zech. 14:9). The Lord’s name in English is Jesus,
meaning “Yahweh-Savior” or “I AM-Salvation” (from the Hebrew Yehoshua/
Yahweh-shuah, a.k.a Jehoshua/Jehovah-shuah). The one true God said, “I, even, I,
am the LORD; and beside me there is no saviour” (Isaiah 43:11). God was
manifest in the flesh. “And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name
JEsus: for he shall save his people from their sins” (Matthew 1:21). Jesus was
more that just a man; He is our Saviour. His name is above every name. “At the
name of Jesus every knee shall bow...and...every tongue confess that Jesus Christ
is Lord, to the glory of God the Father” (Philippians 2:10-11). “And whatsoever
ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus...” (Colossians 3:17).
His name is one. He is our Savior. In our language His glorious name is Jesus, and
furthermore, “Neither is there salvation in any other; for there is none other name
under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).
