Russia passes anti-terrorism law criticized as draconian

Russian President Vladimir Putin signed an anti-terrorism law, but for the country's many 
churches, the signature sparked a demand for prayer and fasting.  

Religious activity is no longer permitted in private homes. Most churches in Russia meet in homes.  

Every citizen is obligated to report religious activity of neighbors to the authorities. Failure to be an 
informant is punishable by law.  

One may pray and read the Bible at home but not in the presence of a non-believing person. One 
will be breaking the law and be punished.  

If a church has purchased property, it cannot be converted into a place of worship.  

In church buildings, it is not permitted to invite people to turn to God. Worship services are 
permitted but making a non-believer a follower of Christ is against the law.
