Before his main lesson, Pastor Joseph addressed the topic of cosmology, the study 
of the origin and structure of the universe. Many think cosmology is as sound as 
experimental science, which requires repeatable, observable events. However, the 
origin of our universe is neither repeatable nor were there any observers to it 
except God. Thus, man’s ideas about the cosmos’ origin are, at best, guesses that 
could be called “historical science”—not as sound as experimental science. There 
are many flaws in the very weak hypothesis known as the “Big Bang.” Many 
known facts support both a young earth and a young solar system, and there are 
various competing origin hypotheses that don’t conflict with the Bible. Kids are 
often exposed to bad “science” notions implying the Bible is false. We must make a 
personal effort to seek out resources that teach them the truth. Creation Ministries 
International is a great source. Pastor Joseph then preached “Never Give Up” from 
II Cor. 4:8-9 and II Chron. 7:14. We must seek God with prayer and fasting. No 
matter how hopeless the battle may seem, God is able. Speak to your mountain! 
God rules the heavens and the earth. He can turn any situation around. He is able!

Pastor Joseph preached “Run” from II Samuel 18:22 & Hebrews 12:1-2. We must 
run with patience the race that is set before us. We must continue our ministry 
even when we don’t feel like it. Dark days are sure to come, but we must keep our 
eyes on Jesus. He will grant us the strength to continue on. Doing things to seek 
glory for ourselves is not the way. Everything we do must be done to the benefit of 
God, His Kingdom, and His people. “But what things were gain to me, those I 
counted loss for Christ” (Philippians 3:7). Just like the man who ran the original 
marathon, we have a crucial message. Our message is worth living for and dying 
for. We must remain diligent. We must be attentive and persistent in our walk with 
God and let nothing stop us. Why are we running this race? We are running to 
Jesus. “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that 
was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame…” (Hebrews 12:2).
