When folks have good health 
and money, they may think they don’t need God, yet we need Him always. Mark 
10 records that Jesus went into Jericho, and then went out, yet there is nothing in 
between—only a colon. No preaching or miracles are recorded. The people were 
well off and “didn’t need Him.” Yet outside the city, Bartimaeus, a blind man by 
the highway, cried out for help and Jesus stood still. When he approached, he cast 
away his beggar’s garment. We must cast away our old “victim” mentality and 
live for God. Your situation may seem hopeless, but Jesus can work miracles. 
Jesus came to seek and to save those who are lost. We should have the same goals. 
We need to care about reaching the lost. Don’t let Jesus pass by you or them.

Elder Matt Anderson preached from Leviticus 21:1-3. We must be holy and 
without blemish. We must be a people set apart from the world, not just on 
Wednesdays and Sundays, but every day. Things of the world will try to distract 
us, but if we pray, read our Bible, and keep our mind in heavenly places, then God 
will give us power to stay true to Him.
