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Sunday AM – Missions Sunday 
A special emphasis was placed on supporting Missions through both prayer and 
giving. Pastor Joseph continued our Survey of the Book of Acts, with part 4 in the 
series focused on the topic of salvation, specifically how to respond to the gospel 
with obedient faith by being “born again,” which Jesus said requires being “born 
of water” and “born of the Spirit” (John 3:3-5), and which the Apostle Peter 
identified (in Acts 2:38 and other verses) as meaning water baptized in Jesus name 
and the infilling of the Holy Ghost. Jesus stressed water and Spirit, and every New 
Testament preacher/writer supports that. You must be born again! That means you 
need to be water baptized in Jesus name and filled with the Holy Ghost! See Acts 
chapters 2, 3, 4, 8, 9, 10, 19, and 22. Luke (writer of both a Gospel bearing his 
name and the Book of Acts) wrote in such a way as to stress Jesus name was used 
for baptism, with a clear implication that it should be assumed as used even when 
not explicitly recorded, and likewise stressed speaking in another language as the 
initial sign of the Holy Ghost baptism, with a clear implication that such should be 
assumed even when not explicitly recorded. 
  

Sunday PM – Missions Sunday 
Again a special emphasis was placed on supporting Missions through both prayer 
and giving. Retired veteran missionary Rodger White preached “Seen & Heard” 
from Acts 4:20. His powerful message was an anointed testimony of miracles and 
revival events that he and his wife had both “seen and heard” during their ministry 
abroad. He told specific testimonies about people such as Sen-Sen, Chandra, Dr. 
Dewi, and Amin, all of whom were reached (and many in their families were 
reached as well), while the Whites ministered in Jakarta and other cities of 
Indonesia. It held the largest Muslim population in the world, yet God moved! 
 

Wednesday 
Elder Zach Sandy preached “Don’t Stop Believing” from Hebrews 11:1-3, 6 & 
Mark 5:35-36. We have a promise! We may not see any way out of our situation 
but we must not stop believing that God is the only answer. Trust God. When the 
ruler’s daughter died, Jesus told him “Be not afraid, only believe.” If God has 
promised you something, even though you can’t see it, it’s happening. 
Elder Lorren Godwin preached “The Power of His Presence” from I Samuel 5:1-4. 
False gods & demons will bow before the presence of God in our lives. Nothing 
will defeat us in a lasting way. God is greater than disease or anything we face. 
Don’t look at circumstances. Praise Him! There is power in the presence of God.
