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Sunday AM 
Elder Lorren Godwin preached “A Grain of Mustard” from Luke 17:1-10. People 
who are easily offended don’t have a good relationship with God. The apostles 
said to Jesus, “Increase our faith.” What they were implying was “Lord, let us have 
a pure and strong relationship with You so we can relate to our brother/sister with 
a good spirit.” Jesus said that all we need is faith as a grain of mustard seed. The 
mustard seed is the tiniest seed but it grows into a large plant. A small amount of 
faith will do great things. “God hath dealth to every man the measure of faith” 
(Romans 12:3). It’s not the amount of faith we have that matters but how we use it. 
When we pray and don’t see an answer, we sometimes can get upset/frustrated, yet 
we need to trust God. He has a plan, and He is working to meet our needs. We 
must respond to His answers to our prayers with a good attitude. It’s so important 
to have a pure relationship with God and know that He’s taking care of things. 
Trust Him whether the answer is yes or no. He knows what is best for us.

Pastor Joseph continued our Survey of the Book of Acts, preaching “Unmovable” 
from Acts 11:19-26 & I Corinthians15:57-58. We must be steadfast and 
unmovable. We must remain faithful to God. To be steadfast and unmovable is to 
be spiritually grounded. A steadfast person knows what he believes and cannot be 
tossed to the fro in every direction. He will keep doing what God says. When the 
devil tries to distract us from obeying God, we must stand up and say “I will not 
compromise my walk with God.” Be strong, steadfast, unmovable, always 
abounding in the faith, “And having done all, to stand” (Ephesians 6:13). Stand, 
encourage yourself in the Lord, and He will strengthen you. We must remain 
steadfast and unmovable in our commitment to obedience of God’s Word.

We would do well to have a child-like faith, trusting God to deliver us, just as 
a child trusts in his earthly parents. 
Elder Chuck Hoskins preached “The Secret Place” from Psalm 91. God promises 
great blessing, favor, anointing, and protection to those who will love the Lord, and 
hold His name dear. God’s desire is to hold us dear in a wonderful relationship in 
which we fear (respect) the Lord, and we have no carnal fear of danger, woe, or 
dearth. God has shown Himself worthy of our trust in Him to keep His word. His 
name is a strong tower. God is a mighty fortress. The “Secret Place” of Psalm 91 is 
the Lord Jesus Christ Himself. We can “dwell” in Him, and He in us.
