Pastor Joseph’s title was “Noble Bereans.” He launched from Revelation 5:9-10.
All people are created equal, and all are related (all descended from Adam & Eve,
as well as from Noah’s family). Regardless of skin color, language, etc., we are all
one people. As Paul came to new towns on his missionary trips, he would go first
to the Jewish synagogue and reason from the scriptures, until he got either revival
or riot (often both). The Jews of Thessalonica were less noble; they ignored the
truth and started a riot. Those of Berea were nobler. They accepted the challenge
to their concept of Messiah, and searched the Scriptures daily to see if Paul was
telling the truth. We should all be “Berean” and seek truth. Study the Bible for
yourself. Later on, when Paul saw idol worship in Athens, he preached unto them
the only true God—the One who made the heavens and the earth. Preaching the
Creation (from Genesis) is essential to truth and to the gospel; if Adam and Eve
(and their sin) are not literally historical, then you don’t believe Jesus’s words
about it, and you have thrown out the biblical reason for why we need salvation.
