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Sunday AM – ongoing “Apostolic Faith” series 
Pastor Joseph taught “The Doctrine of Humanity” from Genesis 1:26-27. Humans 
are made in the image of God to glorify Him, please Him, love Him, and have 
communion and fellowship with Him. We are enough like God that His Spirit can 
dwell in us. Humans have a twofold nature: physical and spiritual. Our body is the 
outward, physical nature. Our soul and spirit form the inward, immortal nature or 
the true personality of a human. Sin is a violation of God’s law, by either omission 
or commission. As far as we know, sin originated in the heart of Lucifer, and was 
later accepted by Adam and Eve. They chose to sin over obeying God’s Word. 
Thus, the curse of sin entered our world. Human nature was initially created as 
innocent and sinless. Although we are not born with sin guilt, we are all born with 
an inherited sinful nature. We get sin guilt once we act upon our nature by actually 
sinning. How might the sinful nature be inherited? Possibly DNA-only, or perhaps 
both spiritual and physical. Of these, physical-and-spiritual inheritance seems 
more likely. Humans have free will, but through Adam’s & Eve’s choice to sin, 
human nature is now inherently sinful. Because of their original fall, sickness and 
death entered humanity. Yet God has provided redemption through Jesus Christ. 
Salvation gives us power to overcome our sinful nature, and freedom to choose 
between the nature of sin or the nature of God. It reverses the consequences of sin.
