Pastor Joseph preached Part 1 of “The Doctrine of Jesus Christ.” Jesus Christ is
God incarnate. “For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily. And ye
are complete in him...” (Colossians 2:9-10a). Salvation comes by obedient faith.
As we believe, starting with obeying Acts 2:38, we connect to the only true supply
for all our needs: the Lord Jesus. In Him we find all we need, God robed in flesh.
The man Christ Jesus manifested God to mankind. Jesus has dual nature (deity and
humanity), meaning He has both divine nature (God) and human nature (human)
united in a single person. God dwells in Jesus bodily. Jesus is the Son of God. He
is the only begotten of God, for God miraculously caused the conception in the
womb of a virgin. There is one God and one mediator between God and mankind,
the man Christ Jesus. Jesus is Yahweh (Jehovah) incarnate. The Holy Spirit is the
Spirit of Jesus. He comes to us as the Holy Ghost. According to Revelation 4, in
heaven there is one divine throne and Jesus, as both God and Lamb, is the one on
the throne. He has the highest name. Jesus is the express image of the invisible
God. Thus, in eternity we will see Jesus as the visible revelation of the one God.
